How to Know the Will of God

If you remain in me and my words remain in you, ask whatever you wish, and it
will be given you. John 15:7 (NIV)

If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, and
it shall be done for you. John 15:7 (NKJV)

Do you want to know the will of God in your life? Here's a test: How much time do you spend reading
the Bible?

Do you think God really believes us when we say we want to know His will if we don't take even 15
minutes a day to read the one Book above all books that He has specifically written to show us His will
—to reveal His will to us, to unfold His will to us.

Your first step in knowing His will is the surrender principle -surrendering your will to His. Your
second step is the scripture principle. Read His word, meditate upon it, share it, and study it. When
you bow to His will and read His will, you'll know His will.

Commit to reading God's Word at least 15 minutes a day for 30 days. When the month is over,
reevaluate what you have learned and ask God to help you be obedient to daily Bible reading from that
day forward.
